A small proportion, six percent, of this is taken to cover operating 
expenses. 


This particular fund raising body has been put together by wives of some of the movers and 
shakers of Sydney society, many of whom have had kids treated in our hospital. To watch 
these girls work, has been an eye opener for me, and really makes you wonder where the 
power of this community comes from. It is impossible to say thanks for what they have done 
for us, as the amount is so far beyond anything we could even imagine could be achieved. 


At the Thank You Cocktail Party the following week, the NSW Premier Morris Iemma, came 
by for his photo opportunity, and not to be outdone,  gave the Government's  contribution to 
the fund raiser and added an astounding $500,000 to the total. 


This truly must be one of the good news events for Pain Services in Australia this year.
