Alice Springs Hospital is a 189 bed hospital that services the Red Centre of Australia.  It is the only acute secondary care service for 1500 km in any direction and more than 50% of admissions are Aboriginal people, often from Remote Communities.  The hospital is affiliated with Flinders University, University of New South Wales, Sydney University and The University of Queensland.  

Alice Springs has a resident population of 27,000 and a regional population of 45,000.  Spectacular national parks surround the town.  The average age of people living in Central Australia is 32 years, with only 5% being over the age of 65 years.  45% of the population is Aboriginal.  Approximately 800,000 tourists annually visit.

The lifestyle is relaxed with an emphasis on outdoor activities and lots of social interaction.  It is a friendly welcoming town in a unique part of Australia and will provide a stimulating backdrop to an exciting professional life.

The Northern Territory has established a Critical Care Reference Group, which has developed a Strategic Plan for Critical Care Services in the Territory.  All Hospitals in the Northern Territory form part of the Acute Care Services Network, which seeks to integrate services across the Territory.  
We are seeking an enthusiastic Anaesthetist to join a team of 8 Anaesthetists providing anaesthetic services for General Surgery, Obstetrics and Gynaecology, Orthopaedic Surgery, ENT and Eye Surgery, Radiology, Urological and Dental surgery, maternity patients, and for acute and chronic pain management. Support for Inter-hospital transfers is required infrequently.

The structure of the Anaesthetic Department is five Consultants and four registrars.  There are three Operating Theatres and two Day Procedure Operating Theatres including an Endoscopy Suite.

The department is accredited by ANZCA for registrar training and currently part of the South Australian and Northern Territory rotational scheme

The opportunity may exist to work in the Intensive Care Unit (accredited with the JFICM for Specialist training) if the successful candidate has an interest in doing so. 

Applicants should be Fellows of the Australian & New Zealand College of Anaesthetists, or eligible for Specialist recognition.

An interest in working in the field of Indigenous Health is highly desirable.
