Honorary fellowship of the college will not be conferred in absentia.

Nominations for the award of honorary fellowship of the college may be considered at
any ANZCA.

All nominations will be made in writing, formally proposed and seconded by two
members of the ANZCA Council, and submitted to the chief executive officer at least 60
days before the ANZCA Council meeting at which the nomination is considered.

Each nomination will be accompanied by a curriculum vitae.

Copies of a nomination for fellowship under this regulation, containing the information
required on the prescribed forms, will be sent to each member of the ANZCA Council at
least 14 days before the ANZCA.

The ANZCA Council will vote on the nomination by secret ballot.

No award will be made unless at least three quarters of the voting members of the
ANZCA Council present and voting vote in favour with abstentions not being counted in
the total number of votes.

Nominations rejected by the ANZCA Council may be reconsidered if proposed and
seconded at a subsequent ANZCA Council meeting.

The ANZCA Council may remit the entry fee and annual subscription of any fellow
admitted under this regulation.

6.1.10 Holders of an honorary fellowship will not be able to use that fellowship to support entry
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into the specialist register of the Medical Board of Australia or vocational register of the
Medical Council of New Zealand.

6.2 Admission to fellowship by assessment

6.2.1

The ANZCA Council may consider applications from the following medical practitioners
for admission to fellowship of the college by assessment (See regulation 23).

a) Specialists international medical graduate (SIMGs) who have been assessed by the
college as substantially comparable to ANZCA fellows, and have successfully completed all
the requirements of the SIMG assessment process, including a successful SIMG workplace-
based assessment (SIMG WBA).

b) SIMGs who have been assessed by the college as partially comparable to ANZCA
fellows and who have satisfactorily completed all the requirements of the SIMG assessment
process, including the SIMG/final examination or SIMG WBA.

¢) SIMGs who have been assessed by the college prior to 1996 under previous regulations,
and have satisfactorily completed all the requirements of the process and been supported
by the college (or Faculty of Anaesthetists Royal Australasian College of Surgeons) for
specialist recognition, and are in good standing with the relevant regulatory authority, and
have completed successfully an SIMG WBA.

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The criteria for substantial and partial comparability, for the SIMG assessment process,
the SIMG/ANZCA final examination and for an ANZCA SIMG WBA will be determined by
the ANZCA Council.

The SIMG Committee will make its reports and recommendations to the ANZCA Council.

The application for admission to fellowship under this regulation must be on the
prescribed form and contain such information as the ANZCA Council may require.

Admission to fellowship will only be recommended by the ANZCA Council when all
relevant regulations have been satisfied.

Every application will contain an agreement by the candidate that all communications
made by the ANZCA Council or any of its officers and all answers to any questionnaire
made by any referee or any fellow of the college will for all purposes be deemed a
privileged communication.

Having received and considered all materials and communications relevant to an
application for fellowship of the college, the ANZCA Council may either admit the
candidate to fellowship or reject his or her application or suspend final determination for
any period it deems fit.

Those admitted to fellowship by assessment will pay the entrance fee as prescribed by
the ANZCA Council in addition to the annual subscription.

Applicants admitted to fellowship of the Australian and New Zealand College of
Anaesthetists and who remain members of the college will be entitled to place after their
names the letters FANZCA.

6.3 Admission to fellowship by completion of the ANZCA vocational training program

ANZCA Council may admit to fellowship of the college candidates who have completed
all requirements of the vocational training program of the college.

Candidates for admission to fellowship of the college by completion of the vocational
training program must fulfil all requirements of ANZCA Council, including completion of
the prescribed periods of training, during which all specified volume of practice
requirements must be met, all prescribed assessments including the primary and final
examinations completed satisfactorily, and all prescribed courses and any other
requirements completed, as detailed for Australia and New Zealand in regulation 37, the
ANZCA Handbook for Training and Accreditation, and the ANZCA Training Program
Curriculum; and for the affiliated training regions in regulation 38, the ANZCA Handbook
for Training and Accreditation in the Affiliated Training Regions, and in the relevant
ANZCA professional documents.

Trainees who have completed all requirements of the ANZCA vocational training
program may submit to the chief executive officer an application for admission to
fellowship.

The application for admission to fellowship must be on the prescribed form and contain
such information as the ANZCA Council may require.

Admission to fellowship will be approved by the ANZCA Council only when all relevant
regulations and other prescribed requirements have been satisfied.

Any candidate who is subject to a trainee experiencing difficulty or a trainee performance
review process must satisfactorily complete all the requirements of these processes
before an application for admission to fellowship may be considered.

Having received and considered all relevant materials and communications in reference
to an application for fellowship of the college, the ANZCA Council may either admit the
candidate to fellowship or reject his or her application or suspend final determination for
any period it deems fit.

Those admitted to fellowship will pay the entrance fee as prescribed by the ANZCA
Council in addition to the annual subscription (see also regulation 37.21.1.4.)

The ANZCA Council will not be required to assign any reasons for the admission or
rejection of an applicant, or suspension of its decision regarding any application, and the
decision of the ANZCA Council on any application will be final and not subject to appeal.

6.3.10 All proceedings in relation to the admission to fellowship will be confidential and

privileged.
